Those who have read Ramayana would know that Mithila was an ancient city in
India. The ancient name of Mithila was Vidiha. The emperor who ruled Mithila
not only compelled his folks to perform frequent sacrifices and Yagya but also
performed them by himself as role model. He believed that everyone loved
their country would not defy his directive. The name of the king who performed
the sacrifice was Mithi. La meant to possess. Hence the country which he ruled
got the name Mithi +La= Mithila because the country Mithila was under his
possession. Subsequently many decades later it was ruled by the dynasty of

King Janaka.

Since Maharishi Vashishta had
already committed to perform a Yagya for Lord Indira which would go on for
next 500 years, he expressed regret for the present and promised to undertake
the task after completing the Yagya organized by Lord Indira and proceed to

Indira Log.

However King Nimi for obvious reasons could not wait for such a long time or
to postpone the Yagya already decided and decided to perform it soon. On the
advice of council of ministers who suggested that the Yagya could be done
under the command of Maharishi Gotham, the King began the ritual
accordingly under the command of Maharishi Gotham, but failed to inform

maharishi Vashishta.

After completing the Yagya organised by Lord Indira which ran up to 500 years,
Maharishi Vashishta returned to Mithila only to learn that the Yagya was already
going on under the command of Maharishi Gotham. He felt insulted and cursed
that the King should die very soon. Though King Nimi explained to Maharishi
Vashishta the real circumstances and the compulsions under which he had to
perform the Yagya, Maharishi Vashishta was unwilling to accept his theory.

As their souls were wandering, one of the Maharishis namely Mithravarunar lost
his sense on the beauty of Urvashi and looked at her with lust when his semen
fell in a pot. Immediately Maharishi Vashishta's soul entered into it and
regained the form of Maharishi Vashishta. The pot fell down and broke when

Maharishi Agasthia too emerged from it.

While this was happening on one side, as King Nimi’s soul was wandering in
Devaloga, his lifeless body was kept preserved by the Rishis who were
continuing with the Yagya started by him hoping that he would get back his
life anytime. At the end of the Yagya when the pleased celestials came forward
to give him any boon desired by the wandering soul of King Nimi, he desired
to go to heaven instead of getting revived but desired to ever remain in the
memory of his folks on earth. The pleased celestials gave him a boon that he
would remain in the heart and mind of people by turning into their eyes which
he gladly accepted. The lifeless body of the King kept preserved by the Rishis
got birth as King Janaka. One of the Kings in Janaka dynasty King was main

character in Ramayana and father of Goddess Sita Devi.
